During the past 14 months Ausjet has achieved the  following: 
The first revision of the all of the documentation and the presentation for 
HPWJ Operator course.  The revision has now made an allowance for 
recognition of prior training, both in-house and Ausjet based. 
 
Following up from incidents that Ausjet has been informed about with 
safety alerts sent out to our members as well as other interested parties. 
 
Working with the Hire and Rental Industry Association to make them 
aware of their duty of care when hiring both Class ñAò & ñBò jetting units.  
 
Linking with Water Jetting Technology Association, the United States 
HPWJ association and the European High Pressure Water Jetting Insti-
tute 
 
Assisting new supplier members with certification of their products. 
 
Bedding down the new membership levels for Ausjet. 
 
Sending out information to the state regulators and state and federal 
consumer affairs departments informing them of HPWJ units being im-
ported and supplied into the market that do not meet the requirements of 
AS/NZS 4233 1&2. 
 
Injuries and incidents where High Pressure Water Jetting was involved 
last year was the worst on record with twelve incidents including ten that 
required medical attention. 

 
So far this year only three incidents have been reported.  One from 
 Canada where a worker received fatal injuries.

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 4,000 PSI STEAMER BREAKTHROUGH 

 Australian Pumps claim another breakthrough in their drive for more efficient steam clean-

ing with the introduction of their new Admiral 4,000.  The Admiral 4,000 is a heavy duty steam 

cleaner designed for serious applications as diverse as food processing, livestock production, 

construction, mining and heavy industry. 

 Boasting a 7.5 kW, 4 pole heavy duty motor and a big triplex industrial pump, the unique 

new steamer offers a combination of 130ϲC steam married to a pressure of a powerful 4,000 psi 

pressure.  

 Getting that extra 1,000 psi over the market standard, means much faster cleans and 

saves time, energy, labour, water and powerò said Aussie Pumps Hamish Lorenz. 

 The machine is mounted on a heavy duty steel chassis with stainless steel cover. It fea-

tures a wide range of protection devices that are aimed at providing the maximum convenience 

for the operator. These include Timed Total Stop, Auto Shut-down, Micro-leak Detection, and 

Low Fuel sensor with warning light. 

 The pressures are set at 4,000 psi, and the operator has the ability to vary both pressure 

and temperature from the control panelò said Lorenz.  This means an infinitely variable control 

of temperature from ambient (cold water) all the way through to 130ϲC.    

 Most smart operators set the machine between 75ϲ to 80ϲCò said Lorenz.   ñThatôs the 

point at which you get the best combination of hot water and fuel consumption and is ideal for 

washing big plant like mining gear, trucks or tractorsò he said. 

 The Admiral 4,000 represents a first for the cleaning industry.   It is a move that is claimed 

by Australian Pump to put the company way ahead of the big European steam cleaner manu-

facturers.   The triplex pump delivers a powerful 15 lpm flow.   The machine comes with inte-

grated detergent injection and is mounted on four big solid rubber wheels for ease of movement 

in factory, warehouse or workshop. 

Australian Pump claim the new machine is the result of extensive market research. Customers 

indicated that they wanted to save electricity, water and most importantly labour, in their clean-

ing programme. 
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The best news for earthmovers, transport operators, industry and farmers is that the new 4,000 

psi Admiral is significantly less expensive than big brand European machines with plastic co-

vers and around 3,000 psi pressure capability.
